6461 Diversion of Footpaths 

Resolved:  That no objection be made to the proposed diversion of part of Footpath 62 and the partial extinguishment of Footpath 63 at Higher Aushaw Farm, Whittlestone Head; nor to the proposed diversion of Footpath 115 at Wheatsheaf Farm, Plantation Road

6462 Blue Lagoon, Belmont

The Parish Council considered a survey undertaken by a local resident of footpaths around the Blue Lagoon, and a suggestion that the Parish Lengthsman be asked to carry out repair and maintenance work.

Resolved: That as the land is wholly privately owned, it would be inappropriate for the Lengthsman to carry out repair and maintenance work.

6463 Flooding of Cricket Pitch

It was reported that since September 2009, thousands of gallons of water had flowed onto the path around cricket pitch. Houses adjacent to the pitch, as well as the Barlow Institute, also suffer from flooding. United Utilities deny responsibility, despite Environmental Health officers reporting evidence of chlorine. Results of further sampling by Environmental Health officers are awaited. United Utilities can only recommend excavating the public footpath beyond the boundary of the cricket pitch to ascertain whether there is any evidence of broken gullies belonging to Blackburn with Darwen Council.

It was agreed, as a first step, that an independent water analysis be carried out.
