6261 Planning Applications

6262 Planning Decisions

Blackburn with Darwen Council’s decisions on various planning applications were noted.

6263 Drainage at the Barlow Institute

It was reported that significant problems were being experienced at the rear of the Barlow Institute. Water was running across the car park, and the basement, adventure playground and footpaths were subject to flooding. The problem had been caused by damage to the drains during the installation of concrete posts around the children’s playground, and by heavy vehicles servicing the recycling facility.

The cost of remedial works amounted to approximately £6,000. Informal discussions with Blackburn with Darwen had led to an offer to meet half the costs. The Parish Council, as custodian trustee, was being asked to fund the remainder.

Resolved: That approval in principle be given to a contribution of £3,000 towards the remedial works, but that the Barlow Institute Committee be requested to secure a contribution.

6264 Appointment to Edgworth Primary School Board of Governors

Resolved: That Councillor Simpson be appointed as the Parish Council’s representative on the Edgworth Primary School Board of Governors.

6265 Correspondence

Correspondence sent and received since the last meeting was made available for inspection.

It was noted that the recent edition of the Shuttle made reference to the establishment of Neighbourhood Boards. Parish Councils, through the Lancashire Forum, had asked for representation.

Amendment to 04/0607 - retention of existing single storey building to southern end of mill and conversion of same for residential use, including replacement roof at Victoria Mill, Station Road, Chapeltown


The Parish Council has no objections to this proposed development, and feels that the retention of the single storey building to the southern end will improve the fabric of the building.

Provision of mezzanine floors to ground and third floor areas with residential accommodation; alterations to internal/external layouts of offices at northern end of the Mill; retention of whole of metal clad building, approved for offices, at northern end - Victoria Mill, Station Road, Chapeltown

Conversion of former sorting office to one housing unit at 102 Bolton Road, Edgworth

The Parish Council has no objections to this proposed development, but feels that the proposed driveway should not be fenced along its boundary with Back Sandy Bank in order not to impede access and sight lines.
