6337 Friends of Turton Tower

6338 Correspondence

A letter had been received from a local resident concerned at the amount of litter on the footpath between Moorfield and Heatherfield. It was agreed to ask the Litterman to regularly patrol the area, and to request Blackburn with Darwen Council to provide a litter bin in the vicinity.

A quote of £4500 had been received from Wicksteeds for the soundproofing of the skateboard equipment at Belmont Playing Fields. It was agreed to ask Blackburn with Darwen Council whether any Section 106 funding was available to cover the cost of this improvement to the play facilities.

Councillor Core reported that she had received complaints from residents about recycling collection on Lower Folds, Belmont. It was agreed to ask Blackburn with Darwen Council to investigate the position.
