Field shelter on land off Chapeltown Road, Chapeltown

The Parish Council reiterates that it has no objections to the erection of a field shelter on this site, but remains unsatisfied with the siting, design, materials and size of this particular shelter.

08/0847
Extension and alterations to swimming pool area, solar panels to roof, installation of air handling plant, stone cladding to rendered wall, and refit of master bedroom at The Barns, Tower Drive, Chapeltown


The Parish Council has no objections to this proposed development, and feels that the proposed alterations will benefit the architectural integrity of the building.

Stripping and repair of main building roof, re-roof with existing materials, window frame replacement, repairs to exterior stonework and replacement of finials at The Barns, Tower Drive, Chapeltown

The Parish Council has no objections to this proposed development, provided that the architectural integrity of this listed building is maintained.

08/0762
Two storey and single storey extension at the Old Vicarage, High Street, Belmont 

The Parish Council objects to this proposed development on the grounds that the proposed extension will dominate, and destroy, the existing property.
08/0898
Conservatory to rear of 1 Edgworth Views, School Lane, Edgworth


The Parish Council has no objections to this proposed development
08/0725
Loft conversion at 4 Wellington Mews, Edgworth


The Parish Council has no objections in principle to a loft conversion, but would prefer to see a true dormer extension rather than an extension of the gable end.

08/0954+ 0883  Extension and alterations to dwelling at Lower Whittlestone        Head Farmhouse, Whittlestone Head  


The Parish Council reiterates its previous objection to this proposed development, on the grounds that it is an over development of the property, and would detrimentally affect the character and appearance of the listed farmhouse.

08/0694
Two lighting columns and associated floodlights at Edgworth Primary School


The Parish Council has no objections to this proposed development, and welcomes the added security which the lighting will bring.


08/0769
Demolition of existing garage to slab level and construction of similar building to form annex accommodation to main dwelling 

at 5 Horrocks Fold, Edgworth

The Parish Council has no objections in principle to this proposed development, in view of the shortage of affordable housing, but wishes to see the use restricted to ancillary to the main dwelling house.

08/0706
American barn containing 4 stables, a foaling box, a tack room/food store, together with 20m x 30m sand ménage 

at land off Edge Lane, Entwistle


The Parish Council has no objections to the use of this land for stabling, but is concerned that the proposed development could become a commercial venture, which would increase vehicular traffic along Edge lane – a narrow single track road.

Two storey extension with integral basement garage at 

1 Agricultural Cottages, Broadhead Road, Turton


The Parish Council has no objections to an extension, but feels that the proposed development is not in keeping with the existing property, and that any extension ought to mirror the extension to the adjacent property.

First floor rear extension at 459 Blackburn Road, Edgworth

The Parish Council has no objections to this proposed development

08/0887
Signage and lighting at the King William PH, Chapeltown Road, 

Chapeltown

The Parish Council has no objections to the proposed set of letters on the wall of the public house, or to the proposed central post sign, but objects to the two proposed amenity signs, on the grounds that these will represent an unnecessary level of signage, to the detriment of visual amenity.
