Detached house and garage within the existing curtilage of garden area of Knotts Cottage, Bury Road, Edgworth
The Parish Council has concerns about the access and egress to the site, and about encroachment into the Green Belt.
10/22/0419
Construction and operation of combined ground mounted solar PV array (7Kw) and wind turbine (5.5Kw) with maximum height of 17.5m at Knowsley Farm, Knowsley Lane, Turton
The Parish Council strongly objects to this proposed development, on the grounds that it will have an intrusive visual impact on the openness of the Green Belt and the nearby SSSI, and would be of detriment to public visual amenity. 
10/22/0439
Conversion of agricultural building into three dwellings, subdivision of listed farmhouse into two dwellings, and erection of four dwellings at Clough House Farm, Greens Arms Road, Chapeltown

The Parish Council accepts that the conversion of the agricultural building may tidy up the site, but sees no justification for the erection of additional dwellings, and has concerns about the sub-division of the farmhouse on the character of this listed building.
10/22/0484
Removal of conservatory and construction of a single storey rear extension at Willans, Station Road, Chapeltown
