7805 The Barlow

The Clerk had sought advice from Jake Berry’s contact in the Ministry of Housing, Communities and Local Government about whether the Parish Council has the legal power to spend money on the replacement of the Barlow roof.

His reply indicated that, in terms of eligibility to take out a loan, the Parish Council would have to be satisfied that the works relate to capital expenditure and not revenue. It appears that roof replacement may be classified by HMRC as revenue. 
He was unable to offer any advice on the legality, and this question remains.
